(3) Construction, Operation

The front fork consists of the two front shock
absorbers, mounted to the frame head pipe via the
steering stem and stem head.

Each shock absorber is a telescopic tube made
up of an inner tube, outer tube, springs, cylinder,
piston and valve. Shock damping is accomplished
by the springs, by air being compressed in the
tubes, and by the flow resistance of the fork oil
flowing between the inner and outer tubes.
